
Tiger Woods caused
$3,200 US in property
damage, wasn�t wearing
a seatbelt and was
driving erratically outside
his Florida home before
crashing into a tree,
according to a final report
released yesterday.

The six-page report only
describes the accident and
does not include state-
ments from Woods, his
wife, Elin Nordegren, or
witnesses. It also included
105 photos of the accident
scene.

The report’s release
came just hours after the
world’s No. 1 golfer put out
a statement saying he had
let his family down with
“transgressions” he regrets
“with all of my heart.” That

statement follows a cover
story in Us Weekly maga-
zine that reports a Los An-
geles cocktail waitress
claims she had a 31-month
affair with Woods.

Early yesterday morn-
ing, the magazine pub-
lished what it said was
a voice mail — provided
by Jaimee Grubbs — that
Woods left on her
phone Nov. 24, three
days before his
middle-of-
the-night
car
crash

outside his home in Isle-
worth, an exclusive gated
community outside Orlan-
do.

The final accident re-
port shows Woods
didn’t just hit a
fire hydrant and
tree.

Upon leaving
his driveway,

Woods’ vehicle
rubbed up against

a line of bush-
es,

crossed
over a
curb,
onto

a

grass median and into a
row of hedges before
swerving left into the hy-
drant and crashing into the
tree, an illustration in the
report shows. Woods’ vehi-
cle was travelling 30 m.p.h.
(48 km/h) in a 25 m.p.h. (40
km/h) zone. Damage to the
SUV was estimated at
$8,000.

Photographs of the acci-
dent were taken by securi-
ty officers in the Isleworth
community, a neighbour
and troopers. The photos
show damage to both front
sides of the Cadillac Es-
calade, and the windows
on the back passenger
doors were broken.
